University enrollment increased fall to fall for the first time since the pandemic began in 2020 reaching 6,873 students.

Enrollment at UT Martin
increased fall to fall for the
first time since the pandemic
began in 2020 reaching 6,873
students. This compares to
6,715 students who registered
in fall 2021 and represented
a  2.4% First-
year students totaled 1,107
students, up 6.2% from
1,042 in fall 2021. Transfers
increased 5.7% from 353 to
373 students, and first-time
graduate  students  totaled
268 compared to 224 last fall
semester for a 19.6% increase.
